St. will be on left after ¼ mile.  Power 
Trip Energy Office first house on the 
right side of Thomas St. 

Four renewable energy 
systems including:  2.64 
kW Sharp PV array on 
Power Trip Energy’s Office,  
a 1.3 kW thin film array on 
the barn roof, a solar 
powered greenhouse fan, 
and a Thermomax 30 tube 
solar thermal collector on 
the Cochrane residence.

190 watt modules) and 
Xantrex 3000 watt inverter.  
Installed in 2005.

From intersection of Hastings and 
Sheridan, head east on Hastings 
(toward downtown) turn left on 
Holcomb, turn right on 29

th
.  Parris 

home at intersection of 29
th
 and 

Jackman streets. 

2.4 kW grid tied PV system 
with 12 Sanyo 200 watt 
solar modules and a SMA 
SunnyBoy 2100 watt 
inverter. The PV array fits 
nicely on this Ross Chapin 
designed ADU/garage.

From intersection of Hastings and 
Sheridan, head east towards 
downtown and take next right (turn 
south) onto Gise St.  2

nd
 house on the 

left. 

Two solar thermal 
collectors (Thermomax) 
and a 165 gal. storage 
tank, preheats on demand 
domestic water heater and 
radiant floors.  

#5: 
George and Jo 
Yount  
717 25th St.,  
Port Townsend 

From intersection of Hastings and 
Discovery, proceed south to 25

th
 St., 

turn right (west) and proceed about 
500 ft., first house on the left.   

3 kW PV array (15 Sanyo 
200 watt modules) and a 
PV Powered 3500 watt 
inverter.  SIPS house (very 
well insulated) also 
equipped with a solar 
thermal system.

From intersection of Hastings and 
Discovery, head northeast on 
Hastings.  At four way stop go straight 
(road becomes F St.), proceed uphill 
and turn left on Fir St. Go straight

then immediate left on Maple St. house 
on right before turnaround. 

4 kW PV array (20 Sanyo 
200 watt modules) and an 
SMA 4000 watt inverter.

From intersection of F Street and San 
Juan, proceed north on San Juan 
approx. ¾ of a mile, road curves to left 
and becomes 49

th
.  Stay on road

sign.  Go straight (bearing right) onto 
Seaview Dr.  House is on waterside 
(north) and 4

th
 house on right.  

 

3.63 kW Unisolar thin film 
array (twenty-seven 136 
watt modules) on standing 
seam metal roof and a 
SMA 4000 watt inverter.

From intersection of San Juan and 
Admiralty (just before San Juan turns 
into 49

th
) head east on Admiralty about 

½ mile until road reaches bluff (road 
has S turns), at bluff road turns to right 
and heading uphill becomes Walnut St.  
At sharp left turn go straight on Walnut 
and at T intersection turn left onto 
Bryan St.  House at end of street. 

3.69 kW Sanyo array 
(eighteen 205 watt 
modules) and a SMA 4000 
watt inverter.  Array racked 
up past peak of roof to 
reduce shading from trees. 

 

#9 Gwen Howard 
 
1409 Blaine St. 
Port Townsend 

From intersection of Lawrence and 
Tyler Streets (uptown Port Townsend) 
head west on Lawrence (uphill) 4 
blocks and turn right (north) on Van 
Buren St.  Go straight 3 blocks and 
turn left on Blaine.  House in middle of 
block on left. 

3.15 kW Silicon Energy 
(made in WA, eighteen 175 
watt modules) PV array and 
an Aurora 4.2 kW inverter.

Located in downtown Port Townsend.  
On Water Street between Madison and 
Quincy Streets on the water side.  
Solar array and thermal system on 
waterside of building over back deck. 

1.75 kW Silicon Energy 
array (made in WA, ten 175 
watt modules) and an 
Aurora 4.2 kW inverter.  
Array is built on canopy 
structure over deck area.  
Solar thermal system for 
preheating hot water.

(Beckett Pt. 

Located approximately 5 miles west of 
town on Beckett Point spit.  Take 
Discovery Road out of town, as pass 
Jacob Miller Rd. turn right on Cape 
George Rd.  Follow Cape George Rd. 
about 3.5 miles and turn right onto 
Beckett Point Rd, down steep paved 
road at bottom make hard right onto 
View Point Lane, first house. 

4.72 kW Evergreen array 
(twenty three 205 watt 
modules) racked up on flat 
roof with SMA 5000 watt 
inverter.

Site in Port Ludlow approximately 10 
miles south of Port Townsend.  From 
Oak Bay Rd. (Hwy 116) proceed to 
north end of Port Ludlow.  Turn right 
onto Maple Lane across HWY from 
Port Ludlow Fire Station, proceed to 
end of lane. 

7.2 kW grid tied PV system 
composed of 36 Sanyo 200 
watt modules feeding a 
SMA SunnyBoy 7000 watt 
inverter.

From Hwy 19 about 2.5 miles south of 
Port Townsend, east on Prospect 
Avenue about ¾ mile, left on Kala 
Point Dr. through gate, take second 
right onto Windship Dr. for one short 
block, left onto Trafalgar.  Second cul- 
de-sac on left from Trafalgar is 
Wellington Court.  2nd house on the 
right. 

3.5 kW grid tied PV system 
composed of 20 Silicon 
Energy 175 watt modules 
and a Fronius 3800 watt 
inverter.
